Although the charityôs financial liability is minimal, 

it continues to maintain a reserve to cover staff 

redundancies in the unlikely event the school had 

to close. These reserves are held in a Building 
Society account to minimise risk.

The charity is looking to recruit a 

Treasurer to run the accounts and 

strengthen the trustee team.  

 



Challenges faced during the reporting year 

× We tried unsuccessfully to find a new treasurer to strengthen the team. Three members 

resigned after many years serving on the committee - more Trustees are needed.  

× We were unsuccessful in finding further ways to reduce the reliance on one 

member of the Destiny Children Team.  

× The DGS management team had problems with technology, sickness and an 

overwhelming workload. As a result the sponsor updates have been late and other 

tasks have taken a backseat.  

× To reduce the charity's administrative workload much of the sponsorship work is 

now undertaken by the DGS Sponsorship Director in Mombasa but there has been 

little progress during the year to pass on other tasks.    

× Difficulties were experienced in transferring to a new accounting system and 

resources had to focus on this.

The charity was successful in recruiting more High School sponsors to enable the 

top performers from DGS to continue their education at good National High Schools 

in Kenya. We now support 31 former DGS students through High School, and  

3 through university.

Aquinoe Learning Centre Charitable Trust unfortunately had to close after 18 

years. To donate their remaining reserves they undertook an extensive search to 

find a similar UK charity and narrowed it to four charities. In the end their 

trustees favoured Destiny Children!

As Aquinoe had supported a Kenyan 

school for children with disabilities, 

DGS decided to use some of the funds 

to make the school suitable for 

physically challenged children. They 

built a disabled toilet and installed 

ramps.  



Destiny Garden School (DGS) 

El Nino rains cause floods in Mombasa 

The Kenyan rainy season began in November 2023 and the El Nino effect 

caused devastating floods in Mombasa. Lives were lost and hundreds of 

thousands of people were left homeless.  

Roads to and from Mombasa were left 

impassable, and much damage was done 

to the infrastructure. 

Many DGS familiesô houses were 

submerged 



Destiny Garden School (DGS) 

Following the Floods an Urgent Food Parcel Appeal  

was made to help the DGS Families 

Destiny Children received a wonderful 

response to the appeal - £5,500 - and 

were able to send enough funds for 

food to be distributed to 300 DGS 

families.  

The El Nino rains in Mombasa left families of DGS children in a state of crisis; the 

devastating floods not only damaged homes but also put these children at risk of 

malnutrition and starvation. Whilst the Kenyan government and the Red Cross did 

their part, very little aid reached Likoni where the school is situated.  

Each Food Parcel consisted of wheat 

flour, maize flour, rice, beans, cooking 

oil, sugar, and salt.

A second Food Parcel Appeal Further Helped the DGS Families 

DGS Staff and former DGS students 

supervised the delivery and distribution 

of the food items. 

Following more generous donations 

Destiny Children sent a further £8,000 

to DGS on 18th December for 

enhanced food parcels which were 

distributed just before Christmas. 



Destiny Garden School (DGS) 

Repairs to the Communal Playground 

A group of students from a school in Scotland are 

due to volunteer at DGS in June; together with their 

parents, they raised £5,000 to restore the field.  

The communal playing field outside 

DGS was under water and caused 

great damage making it impossible 

to be used as DGSôs sports field.  

The local Navy base have planted 

400 trees around the field.

Many DGS families struggle to provide 

adequate food for their children and rely on 

the midday meal the school produces.   

This meal not only helps with the childrenôs 

welfare but also ensures they are able to 

learn more effectively, and is a great 

encouragement for their parents to send 

their children to school.  

Donations and a substantial grant have 

enabled DGS to give the children a school 

lunch throughout the reporting year.
