Funding for School Lunches

Donations and a substantial grant have
enabled DGS to give the children a school
lunch throughout the reporting year.

The grant of £10,000 was received in
September 2024 and a further £10,800 in
March 2025 which will take us through to
April 2026.

Many DGS families struggle to provide
adequate food for their children and rely on
the midday meal the school produces.
Thismealnot only hel ps
welfare but also ensures they are able to
learn more effectively, and is a great
encouragement for their parents to send
their children to school.

As in previous years Africa Watoto, a UK charity
run by Stella Bili, has continued to raise and
transfer funds to the charity for DGS.
